+ Presentation and comments from Committee/Public

Nicole Kelley, a Magnolia Plantation resident, wanted to know if anything could be done regarding planes flying over her house.   She stated some jets flew over it as late as 1 a.m.  Mr. Dow explained that there was no curfew for the airport, that it remains open 24 hours.  Mrs. Kelley stated that smaller planes were more common now than before.   Vice Chairman Kern explained to Mrs. Kelley how wind patterns and air traffic affected her area.

OLD BUSINESS

+ Purdue University project summary
Mr. Dow discussed a letter from Gary Eiff, regarding the Purdue University three-year noise study.  In it, Mr. Eiff claimed that a crashing wave registered at 92db versus a Stage 3 aircraft, which registered at 80db.  He stated that they would try to determine why some noises annoy people (at lower frequencies) while others do not (at higher frequencies).  He hoped this finding would explain why people complain over some noise rather than another.  Jack Taylor stated that once all tests were done, the SANAC Committee should request a final copy of the report.

IV. NEW BUSINESS

+ Other new business from the floor

David Konstan stated that an area north of the Orlando International Airport was eligible for noise insulation (approximately 24 houses).    Vice Chairman Kern wondered if a test would be done to verify results of the changes.   

Mr. Konstan also stated that there would not be an ANAC meeting for January.  The next meeting was scheduled for February 11, 2005 in which a demonstration of the new noise monitoring system would be held.

The next SANAC meeting was scheduled to be held on February 8, 2005 at 9:00 a.m. in the A.K. Shoemaker International Domestic Terminal Conference Room, Level II, 1200 Red Cleveland Boulevard.
