Mr. Taylor wondered why there was a significant increase in Chase Groves numbers from the previous time.  Mr. Dow explained the reason was that previously it was listed under “Lake Mary.”   
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+ Presentation and comments from Committee/Public

Robert Chernesky, Chase Groves resident, stated that the complaints made by him were not only personal but he also represents the Home Owners organization at Chase Groves and the numbers reflect complaints made by residents in general.  

Charles “Chuck” Hope-Gill, Timacuan resident, stated that a 3dB change is not insignificant to the residents and restated his request for an increase in angle while landing.  Chairman Pennington reminded Mr. Hope-Gill that an attempt was made previously to get a 3 ½° glide slope but the FAA rejected the idea.

OLD BUSINESS

+ Local area noise measurements

Mr. Dow discussed the data gathered at Mr. Robert Chernesky’s residence.  With the assistance of a police officer’s laser gun, the first four aircraft had altitudes assigned to them.  The police officer had to leave and for that reason the last three remaining aircraft did not have altitude data; however, they were about the same altitude as the previous ones.  Mr. Dow stated that the difference in sounds might show what a difference a couple of 100 ft would do to decrease noise.    Mr. Chernesky noticed that aircraft fly at higher altitudes now, more so than before. 

Mr. Dow suggested for the airline carriers, in clear air and light traffic, to make an agreement to establish a position they could fly above.  Bryce Courtney suggested a voluntary agreement for whenever possible. Skip Monk stated they could try it but that the change would have to be gradual.

IV. NEW BUSINESS

+ Other new business from the floor

Chairman Pennington spoke with Mrs. Marsden regarding the noise issue in her area.  She commented on the difficulty of resolving the noise issue in her area and stated her concern that nothing was being done.  Chairman Pennington explained to her the difficulty the committee faces in mitigating noise at the end of the runway.
