Al Ogorek, Heathrow resident, expressed his concerns about the development and growth of the Airport.  Being a seasonal resident of Las Vegas, NV as well, Mr. Ogorek stated the problems caused by flight patters in that area as well.  Suggested to the SANAC Committee to take action now and implement a plan regarding flight patters over populated areas, in order to maintain good relations with the neighboring areas. 

III.
OLD BUSINESS

Dow informed the Committee of his letter to Marilynn Hall regarding the Lemon Bluff petition.  In it he stated the Committee’s commitment to improve noise control and encouraged Mrs. Hall to come to the following meeting. 

Wyle Labs’ reply letter (regarding request for a more detailed proposal) in essence, made the same statements as before. Dow did not find that the requests made by the Airport were met.  In conclusion: tests have not been proven, material has to be rented at the Airport’s expense, and testing will have to be paid by the Airport. For all these reasons, it was agreed that Wyle Lab’s approach to noise control would not be beneficial for the Airport.  

IV. NEW BUSINESS

+ HMMH concept of ground noise control

Dow discussed an e-mail by Douglas E. Barrett from HMMH.  Harris Miller Miller & Hanson, Inc. (HMMH) is a noise and vibration control consultant firm.  In the e-mail, Mr. Barrett provided procedures and options  to  be  taken  regarding  noise control in the area.  Data for background noise 

would be gathered at the same time in different locations then analyzed.  Chairman Pennington pointed out that this kind of study might clarify to the community the fact that not all noise is created 
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by  the  airport  itself, but by every day living around their area. Dow, Konstan and Taylor, all agreed 

it would be wise to call the other airports where research was done and get references for HMMH.

+ VRF Traffic pattern on 9R-27L – self-management principals

Dow discussed some techniques for self-management regarding traffic patterns on 9R-27L.  To the tower controllers he suggested the following: 1) to be demanding of the set pattern, 2) to land on the first 1/3 of the runway, and 3) to get airplanes airborne and back in altitude as soon as possible.  Along the course of the conversation, Bruce Knobbs acknowledge the fact that Orlando International has not conformed to the 150 Par Study regulations.  Dow and Kern expressed their concerns for the lack of implementation of the FAA regulations.
